Dear Members and Friends of All Saints, 
 

     From June 22 to June 25, 2009, there was a meeting at St. Vincentôs Cathedral in  

Bedford, TX, in the Anglican Diocese of Ft. Worth, to establish the 39th Province of the 

world wide Anglican Church.  In attendance there were 234 delegates from 10 traditional 

jurisdictions, 533 visitors, and 35 International Anglican and ecumenical guests.  There were 

two guest speakers, the Rev. Rick Warren, Southern Baptist, pastor of the Saddleback 

Church and His Beatitude Jonah,  Metropolitan of the Russian Orthodox Church in America. 

     The meeting brought together 10 traditional jurisdictions, among them four Episcopal dioceses:  Pittsburg, 

San Jaquin, Ft. Worth, and Quincy.  In addition there were The Reformed Episcopal Church, Forward in 

Faith, North America, CANA, and the Anglican Mission in America.  These 10 jurisdictions contain a  

total of 700+ parishes with 100,000 communicants.  Bishop Duncan, who was defrocked as The Episcopal 

Churchôs Bishop of Pittsburg, was installed as Archbishop of the new province.  Other Bishops were The 

Rt. Rev. Dave Bena, formerly of the Episcopal Church and CANA, Bishop Keith Ackerman, and Bishop-

elect Bill Ilgenfritz. 
     The Canons of the new province, comprising some 15 pages, and the Constitution were both approved.  The 

Canons in less than 2 1/2 hours.  The use of the 1928 Book of Common prayer is guaranteed, and both the  

Canons and Constitution of the new province state that the parishes will own their own property.  At the final 

service, there were 60 bishops and 380 vested ACNA clergy.  Archbishop Duncan called for the establishment 

of 1,000 more parishes of ACNA in the next 5 years.  At the present time, the 39th Province is recognized and 

welcomed by 7 of the 38 other provinces of the worldwide Anglican Church.  22 

of these 38 provinces do not recognize or are in impaired communion with The 

Episcopal Church in this country.  They will not accept clergy or financial support 

from The Episcopal Church.   

      It is also reported that The Episcopal Church (formerly PECUSA and then 

ECUSA) numbered 3,615,643 members in 1965.  In 2007, that number was  

reduced to 2,116,749.  Of  all the parishes in TEC, 35% do not have full-time 

clergy.  In attendance, 51% of the parishes have an average attendance of 76 or 

less; 24%, 76-140; 14%, 141-255; 8%, 226-400; 3% have more than 400 average 

Sunday attendance.  This report is based on a parish letter from The Reverend 

Elijah White, Church of Our Saviour, Leesburg, Va. 

      In a separate report from David Virtue, it was said that in an interview, 

Archbishop Duncan was asked which prayer book would be used in the new  

province.  His answer was that some would use the 1662 book, some the 1928 

book, and some the 1979 book.  He was asked if the new province would allow 

female clergy.  His answer was that some dioceses would, but others would not. 

     So far, nothing has been said, that I have seen, about the 39 Articles of Relig-

ion.  And nothing about how the new province would be divided into dioceses or 

how the different dioceses would be administered.    I felt that I needed to share the 

above information with each of you.
